Dear Durango Winter Sports Foundation Supporter,

Thank you for continuing to help local kids do great things! The results
this past year speak for themselves: podium and top ten finishes at the
Junior Olympics, increases in athlete enrollment and retention, and
satisfied families promoting our teams around town. Durango Winter
Sports Foundation (DWSF) also raised $102,000 this last year and has
$65,000 in savings. We exceeded our budgeted income by $18,000.
Wow, this is tremendous!! Including this year, DWSF will have
disbursed $321,000 to Durango community ski teams and given out
more than $30,000 in scholarships! But this is just the tip of the
iceberg. We want to do more!

The mission of the DWSF is to help young skier/rider athletes achieve
great things as individuals and as competitors by providing financial,
developmental, and organizational support to the athletes, their
coaches, clubs, and programs. We are also proud supports of the
improvements at our in-town ski venue, Chapman Hill.

The City of Durango Parks & Recreation Department has been working
hard to improve snowmaking operations and features at Chapman Hill.
Current improvements include moving the rope tow up the hill and the
improving layout of the hill is changed for a safer, clearer transition for
all skiers and riders. Skier’s right will now be designated for racers
only, with pumps/moguls next to race lanes, then the jibbers, and free
skiing space designated next to the rope tow. We also hope to double
the snowmaking efforts this year. Look for local events and
competitions this season as the Durango Winter Sports Foundation
showcases this great in-town ski hill for our winter sports enthusiasts.
